4th Grade California Mapping Directions

1) Locate and label Sacramento on your map

2) Locate and label Los Angeles on your map

3) Locate and label San Francisco on your map

4) Locate and label San Diego on your map

5) Create a symbol for each agricultural crop you will highlight and place that symbol on the appropriate spot on the map where it is grown;  continue until you have at least ten crops on your map

6) Be sure your map has a specific title, compass rose, scale, and legend

Legend colors must identify similar features such as similar agricultural areas. Colors should not be used arbitrarily, but should reflect the crop you are identifying.   Symbols should be used for similar features such as fruits, nuts or grains.  

Label the location on the map itself next to the symbol.  All locations must be labeled.  You may wish to show named agricultural regions, cities or counties.

As always, neatness and accuracy are crucial.
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
